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The Trust has been established for the purpose of providing scholarships, bursaries and awards for studying for a performance diploma in music.
In terms of the founding document the following conditions must be applied: 
1. All scholarships, bursaries or rewards granted, must be granted to an individual on grounds of objective merit or need.  The Trustees have decided that the chief criterion on which awards will be based will be merit, although the question of financial needs could be a consideration.  Preference will be given to second (and subsequent) year students.
 
2. Any scholarship, bursary of award granted may be revoked if the individual fails to conform to the designated purposes and conditions of that award.
 
3. The granting of all scholarships, bursaries or awards will be made by a duly constituted committee and no correspondence can be entered into.
 
4. Any person who receives a scholarship, bursary or award granted from this trust for overseas study must undertake to apply the knowledge obtained immediately on completion thereof, in the Republic of South Africa for a period of at least the period of study, research or training funded by the trust, or to refund the full amount of the scholarship, bursary or award should he or she decide not to do so.
 
5. Scholarships, bursaries or awards are usually made for one year at a time but may, in certain circumstances, be renewed, at the Trustees’ discretion.
 
From all entries received the Judges will select 3 Finalists who will appear in a Concert at the Baxter Concert Hall for the final judging.
